· A brain tumor is a cluster of abnormal cells growing in the brain. ~American Brain Tumor Association
 

· There are more than 120 different types of Brain Tumors. ~American Brain Tumor Association
 

· Symptoms of a brain tumor can include headaches (headaches that wake you up in the morning), seizures in a person who does not have a history of seizures, cognitive or personality changes, eye weakness, nausea or vomiting, speech disturbances, or memory loss. While these are the most common symptoms of a brain tumor, they can also indicate other medical problems. ~ Have a Chance Walk
 

· Primary brain tumors can be benign or malignant; in either case, primary brain tumors begin in the brain and can be life-threatening. ~North American Brain Tumor Coalition


· Brain tumors are difficult to diagnose; their symptoms often mimic other diseases. ~American Brain Tumor Association
 

· At present, the standard treatments for brain tumors include surgery, radiation therapy, and chemotherapy. These may be used either individually or in combination. ~Miles For Hope
 

· When possible, brain tumors are removed through surgery. While many can be removed with little or no damage to the brain, others are located where surgical removal is difficult or impossible without destroying critical parts of the brain. ~Cears Sinai
· Brain damage caused by surgery can lead to partial paralysis, changes in sensation (feeling), weakness and poor thinking. Even so, removing a tumor is necessary when it threatens important brain structures. Even when it can't cure a malignancy, surgery can help reduce the size of the tumor, ease symptoms and help determine the type of tumor and best treatment. ~Cears Sinai
· There are currently no known causes of brain tumors, however, epidemiological studies are ongoing. ~Miles For Hope
 

· Brain tumors in children are different from those in adults, and consequently, are treated differently. As many as 69% of children will survive, but they are often left with long-term side effects. ~Miles For Hope
 
· Brain tumors are the second most common cancer of childhood, and comprise approximately 25% of all pediatric cancers. ~North American Brain Tumor Coalition
 

· Over 3,400 children are diagnosed in the U.S. each year; of that, about 2,600 will be under the age of 15. ~North American Brain Tumor Coalition
 
· Brain tumors are the leading cause of solid tumor cancer death in children; they are the third leading cause of cancer death in young adults ages 20-39. ~North American Brain Tumor Coalition
 

· Because brain tumors are located at the control center for thought, emotion and movement, their effects on an individual's physical and cognitive abilities can be devastating. ~ National Brain Tumor Society
 

· The growth of a tumor takes up space within the skull and interferes with normal brain activity.~ National Brain Tumor Society
 

· A tumor can cause damage by increasing pressure in the brain, by shifting the brain or pushing against the skull, and by invading and damaging nerves and healthy brain tissue. ~ National Brain Tumor Society
 

· The location of a brain tumor influences the type of symptoms that occur. This is because different functions are controlled by different parts of the brain.~ National Brain Tumor Society
· After primary treatment ends, survivors often have emotional, familial and practical needs. ~National Brain Tumor Society

· Brain tumor patients frequently need additional support after treatment ends. This may include, among others, physical therapy, speech therapy, and neuropsychological testing. Most patients will need some type of follow-up care as well. ~National Brain Tumor Society
